MEXICAN CONSULATE IN

ALBUQUERQUE N.M.
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On September 26, 1849 President of
Mexico, José Joaquin de Herrera
issued an edict naming Manuel
Armendariz Consul, stating that he
had ii f cohfilence in the integrity of
Manuel Ar me n d. &His iattributes
would be to serve as Consul of
Mexico in New Mexico.

Consul Armendariz was born in
Santa Fe, and came from two
wealthy families, one original of
Chihuahua and the other of Santa
Fe, possessing multiple territories
and business all over New Mexico
and Chihuahua State, and having
important influence in the political
and military issues of both states.

He lived his childhood in Chihuahua,
and during the American Intervention
he played an important role in
defending the Mexican territory.
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Before his post as
Consul, he exercised
important posts as
captain of the National
Guard; he helped
General Santa Anna in
the battle of Cerro
Gordo, Veracruz.

On April 1849, he was
an agent that assisted
in Santa Fe, NM the

repatriation of Mexicans
who wished to conserve
the Mexican Citizenship
(receiving in exchange
a part of land in the
State of Chihuahua).
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On February 20, 1850 there is
evidence of the first seal of the
Consulate of Mexico in New
Mexico. At this time, Consul
Armendariz had his office in the
city of Chihuahua, and
proposed to Mexico to locate
the Consulate in one of the 2
main commercial routes: Santa
Fe (coming from Missouri) or El
Paso (named in that time
Franklin, New Mexico, coming
from Texas).




The first years of the
Consulate of Mexico in New
Mexico, was to prevent the
smuggling of the
merchandise introduced to
Mexico through the border,
deciding during the first
months of the year 1850 that
the best place to locate the
Consulate was in ElI Paso
(called Franklin), for it was
the crossroads of the most
important trails coming, one
from Texas and the other
from Missouri.
