PLEASE NOTE:  The registration process through www.mexgames2012.com does not 
guarantee your enrollment in the event.  Enrollment will be subject to the receipt and 
verification of all required documents by the Organizing Committee.  All documents listed in 
the official announcement must be turned in to the Organizing Committee by the stated 
date. 
 
5.2    Documents Required for the Registration of Athletes. 
 

 Original or copy of the participant’s Mexican Birth Certificate.  An original or copy of 
the Mexican Birth Certificate of their mother/father or grandmother/grandfather will 
also be accepted.  

 American citizens will be able to submit a copy of their parent’s or grandparent’s Birth 
Certificate or Letter of Naturalization as a proof of their Mexican citizenship. 

 Two current ID size photographs (2). 
 Copy of an ID with a photograph.  
 Registration Form.  
 Athletes Liability Waiver Letter. 
 Regarding Boxing, Taekwondo and Wrestling; it will be required to have a valid 

certificate of membership to an accredited Association or similar.  
 If the athlete is under 18 years old, in order to authorize their participation, a signed 

letter from their parents or tutors will be required.

6. Expenses 
 

6.1 Athletes: 
 
Boxing, Wrestling, and Tae Kwon Do: 
 
Expenses for accommodations, food, and transportation from: hotel to sports venue and return 
to hotel, will be covered by the Organizing Committee. These services will be available only for 
athletes, trainers and assistants or similar during their participation in the event. 
 
Soccer:   
 

The Organizing Committee will cover the costs of registration, provide accommodations (four 
per room), food, and transportation from hotel to sports venue and return to hotel during 
participation in the event. 
 
Hotel Check-Outs 
 
All teams will check –out of the hotel Friday, April 6th before playing their first game or by 1:00 
p.m.  The teams which pass to the next round (Quarter Finals) will recheck-in to the hotel 
Friday night. 
 
Saturday, April 7th all teams will do a second check-out before leaving for their Quarter Finals 
game.  The teams which pass to the next round (Semi-Finals) will recheck-in to the hotel and 
have accomodations until the end of the event (Sunday, April 8th). 

 
6.2 Trainers 
 
Boxing, Wrestling, and Tae Kwon Do: 
 
The Organizing Committee will cover the following expenses: double accommodations, food, and 
transportation from hotel to sports venue and back to hotel for one trainer per every four 
participating athletes.  These services will be available during the time that the trainer’s 
designated athletes are participating in their sports events.  The trainers must vacate the hotel 
once all of their designated athletes have concluded their participation in the event. 
 
Soccer:   
 
In the case of the Technical Team (coach and assistant), the Organizing Committee will assign 
only one double room per team, food, and transportation, from hotel to sports venue and return 
to hotel will also be provided during participation in the event 
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6.3 General 
 
Any expenses related to travelling to the site of the tournament (Los Angeles, CA)  and return to 
place of origination, parking, and any costs associated with uniforms and competition clothing, 
will be covered by each participant or team. 
 
There are no registration fees required for participation in the event, arbitration, or any other 
fees except those established in the Official Announcement. 

 

7. Medical Insurance 
 
The Organizing Committee will grant medical insurance to all participants fully compliant with 
the registration requirements for the duration of the MEXGAMES.
