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Climate change: a challenge for life 

ñWe have to fight it together, because para-
doxically enough, those that will end up paying 
for the consequences of climate change will be 
the poor countries 
 
That is why Mexico has assumed its responsi-
bility in order to change the logic that only de-
veloped countries should work to combat cli-
mate change: ñWe should all work, each ac-
cording to his possibilities and capacities but 
we all have to work." 
 
President Calderon listed the programs and 
action his government has implemented in this 
area such as the Green Fund proposal, which 
he will take to the Copenhagen Summit in Den-
mark in December. 
 
ñSo it is up to us to work as much as possible, 
which we are doing, but also to instill the envi-
ronmental awareness we lacked in the upcom-
ing generations." 

 

President Felipe Calderon declared that this 
generation has the enormous challenge of re-
pairing the damage humans have caused the 
earth by guaranteeing a world and a Mexico 
that will last forever. 
  
ñToday, all the worldôs inhabitants will have to 
make every effort to ensure that society is able 
to cope with climate change and deal with it. 
But nothing of what Government does will work 
if the new generations of Mexicans do not have 
the commitment to respect and protect nature 
instilled in them in their education, training and 
awareness. 
 
During the inauguration of the Temporary Exhi-
bition: Climate Change, a Challenge for Life 
and a New Energy Future, the President de-
clared that it is crucial to educate the new gen-
erations on this issue, since it is not a question 
of aesthetics or appearance but of survival. 

 
 

 

As part of a working tour of the state 
of Guanajuato, President Calderon    
inaugurated the Global Forum on 
Renewable Energy, held in the Mu-
nicipality of León. 
 
One of the main challenges facing 
Mexico is to include the environ-
ment as one of the elements of 
competitiveness and economic and 
social development. This is the only 
way to achieve sustainable develop-
ment, in compliance with one of the 
fundamental premises for Mexico. 
 
The Global Forum included discus-
sion of Energy Poverty, Economic 
and Financial Crisis and Climate 
Change; Renewable Energy and 
Energy Transition; Potential of Re-
newable  Energy; Renewable En-
ergy and the Access Agenda; Biofu-
els; Investment in Renewable En-
ergy and Innovative Policies and 
Institutional Frame work.

Flavours of M exico   
on the small screen  
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This richly illustrated book is published to accompany the Brit-
ish Museumôs final exhibition in the series exploring great 
rulers, on view from 24 September 2009 ï 24 January 2010. 
With chapters by international authorities, it looks at the 
world of the Aztecs and the life, reign and ultimate fall of 
Moctezuma II. Attention is drawn to the fascinating but often 
contradictory accounts of key events given by Mexican and 
Spanish sources and the circumstances surrounding Mocte-

zuma's own death are examined afresh. Drawing upon the latest international re-
search and the ongoing archaeological discoveries in Mexico City, the book reas-
sesses the aftermath and legacy of the Conquest, including the role it played in 
shaping the modern Mexican identity. 

Mexico has a vast range of festivals, several commemorat-
ing national events but mostly religious or spiritual in inspi-
ration. After the Spanish Conquest of 1521, Roman Catho-
lic teachings fused with the beliefs of native civilizations, 
and even today the popular arts and crafts draw upon the 
Church as a rich source of imagery. Fiestas are often lav-
ish and extremely costly. With extensive preparations, they 
commemorate local saintsô days and religious holidays 

such as Christmas, Carnival and Holy Week.  
 

Drawing on her extensive travels in Mexico and the collections she has helped 
create in the British Museum, Chloë Sayer provides contemporary context to 
these colourful annual celebrations, showing what makes these festivities so at-
tractive and also uniquely Mexican. Fiesta is packed with vivid full-colour illustra-
tions of an amazing array of objects, as well as photos of people making and 
using them to celebrate an intriguing variety of local festivities.

Mr. Chacon mentioned that the goals for the 
Mexican Port System are to build 4 new ports and expand or modernize 22 existing 
ports and 10 cruise docks; increase available container terminal capacity from 4 a 7.2 
million TEUS and increase productivity rate of operations in specialized container ter-
minals from 68 to 75 containers per hour-ship in operation.
